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What happens if?
The scenario:

You're entered in an Ontario triathlon.  You're riding on the bike course, which is open to traffic, and someone comes out of their driveway at the same time you arrive.  You ride into the side of the car, fall off your bike, break your elbow, damage your rotator cuff and hit your head.  Your bike is tossed onto the road and gets run over by a car.  There's big dent in the car that you rode into.  An ambulance is called, you're taken to the hospital when they set your arm and tell you you're going to need extensive physiotherapy to regain the full use of your arm.  Three months later you get a bill from the ambulance and you learn your physio bills have reached OHIP's max but you still need therapy.  A week later you get a letter from the driver's lawyer - he's suing you.
